Two Options

Track 1 - Business Mission 
The business mission track is being developed and will include many of the sightsee-
ing plans included in the cultural tour such as the Great Wall and Tiananmen Square. 
Highlighting the business mission is the opportunity to meet with Chinese government 
officials, the U.S. Department of Commerce, export specialists, the American Cham-
ber of Commerce and others to learn about doing business in China, participate in 
tours of facilities and meet with U.S. companies doing business there.  If you are inter-
ested in the business track for this trade mission, you can maximize the trip by begin-
ning to work with the Economic Development staff of the Alliance immediately. The 
sooner you begin working with the Alliance staff, the better they can help schedule 
meetings and business events that will be beneficial to your business.

Track 2 - Cultural Tour 
A cultural tour track will be offered for those who want to embark on the ad-
venture of a lifetime. This track can also accommodate the spouses or friends 
of business mission participants.  Daily sightseeing tours have been arranged 
with ample time to enjoy the sights including excursions to the Great Wall, Ming 
Tombs, Tiananmen Square and Palace Museum (known as the Forbidden City), 
the Lingering Garden, Temple of Heaven and other impressive attractions.
